The Perfect Prayer  

Jesus taught us how to live as disciples through 

his example and by his words.  When we read the 

Gospel to learn more about Jesus and about how 

to follow his example, we soon discover how 

important prayer is to living faithfully.  

 Jesus prayed often.  He went constantly 

to his source ñhis own intimate relationship with 

the Father.  He sought out quiet places to 

communicate with God.  He took time for desert 

experiences, which today we would call retreats.  

Away from his regular routine, Jesus immersed 

himself in Godõs presence in order to discern his 

path in life.  He also turned to his Father in 

times of crises, such as in the Garden of 

Gethsemane when he faced his own suffering and 

death.   By his life, Jesus gave us an example of 

prayerful living.   

 Jesus also told us how to pray and what to 

pray for.  In the Sermon on the Mount, he gave 

us the words of the Lordõs Prayer so that we 

might know how to lift our minds and hearts to 

God.   

 Every phrase in the Lordõs Prayer has 

significance for us as disciples of Christ.  

Thomas Aquinas called it the perfect prayer 

precisely because it was given to us by Jesus. 

Who better to teach us how to be in communion 

with the Father than his own Son?  

Let your children know that their gifts of 

time, talent, and treasure are having an 

effect.  Itõs easy for children to get 

discouraged if they canõt see results of 

their efforts.  When the parish bulletin 

prints a message about the number of 

families who were served by the churchõs 

holiday food drive, share that information 

with your kids.  If you read an article in 

the newspaper about how children at the 

hospital are enjoying the books and toys 

you helped to collect, snip the article and 

put it on your refrigerator.  Go to the 

websites of charitable organizations that 

you support and show your children 

examples of the work they are doing with 

your donations.  
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
