Why the Cross?  

òWhy did Jesus have to be crucified?ó  We are 

now in a better position to respond to that 

question.  What God willed for his son, Jesus, 

was the revelation that God is love and that God 

loves us.  Jesus was crucified because God 

wanted us to know that Jesus, the Word, 

became flesh to dwell among us, to know our 

pain, and to save us from our sins.  Jesus 

suffered crucifixion because human beings are 

sinful and did not recognize Jesus, nor the truth 

that Jesus taught.  
 

John begins his Gospel by teaching this truth:  

 òHe was in the world, and the world came 

into being through him; yet the world did not 

know him.  He came to what was his own, and his 

own people did not accept him.ó 

    John 1:10-11 

Nevertheless, God freely chose, willed, to 

become a human being and to suffer in order to 

reveal his love for us and to free us from sin.  It 

is no wonder we call the ritual that Jesus 

initiated at his last Passover meal Eucharist , a 

word that means thanksgiving.  For we give 

thanks for the gift of Jesus and his saving 

actions.  

Everyone has at least one talent.  

Everyone has gifts.  Sure, you may not hit 

a baseball like Sammy Sosa, but not every 

personõs talent is a blockbuster.  What are 

your talents:  (1) Are you a good reader? 

You can share that talent by reading to a 

younger sibling or to an elderly person in a 

nursing home.  (2) Are you a good cook? 

How about baking some cookies for holiday 

dinners for the needy?  (3) Do you make 

friends easily?  You can share your talent 

by welcoming anew kid at your school.  
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Good Friday, the day that Christ died on the cross, is the 

most somber day of the Christian calendar.  To help you 

observe this holy day:  

 

1. Attend your Churchõs Good Friday service.   

2. Venerate the Cross.  This act of honoring the cross is 

a ritualistic way of bending our spirit before God.  

While we reverence the cross as the instrument of our 

redemption, we pray to Jesus, who redeemed us.  

3. Participate in the Stations of the Cross.  This devotion 

allows you to pray through fourteen scenes of Christõs 

Passion. 

4. Fast.  Good Friday is a day of public penance in the 

Catholic Church that is lived out through fasting.  To 

fast means that you eat only one meal for the day, 

although you are allowed to eat small amounts of food 

at breakfast, lunch, or dinner.  

5. Stop all activities between Noon and 3 p.m.  Observe 

this time in prayer.
