MARTIN WAS THE SON OF A  
SPANISH NOBLEMAN AND A  
YOUNG, FORMER SLAVE OF  
AFRICAN DESCENT. He was 
born in Lima, Peru in 1579,  
and from an early age he was  
keenly aware of God’s call to  
holiness,  seeking to build his  
life on the Gospel of Love. At ten he was working as 
an apprentice to a barber/surgeon, working to help 
support his mother and sister. He loved to minister to 
the sick and suffering, and he would stay up late into 
the night lost in prayer.  
    He was led to the Dominican Order, and by God’s 
providence, despite many obstacles, he was eventu-
ally welcomed into the community and became a friar. 
Brother Martin was a simple and humble man, yet he-
roic in prayer. His love and attentiveness to Jesus in 
the Eucharist was noticed by all who witnessed him at 
prayer as he begged our Lord for graces and healings 
for all those patients entrusted to his care. His pa-
tience was amazing as he never tired or gave way to 
anger despite many challenges. It was not long be-
fore miracles of healing began to flow from his inter-
cession.  
    Martin was blessed with many spiritual gifts, but all 
these gifts were used to minister to the sick and suf-
fering. His love of God and neighbor was extraordi-
nary, as he selflessly emptied himself in charity to all 
who would turn to him in need. It was in spending so 
many hours in adoration and thanksgiving with Christ, 
who empties himself in charity to remain with us in 
the Blessed Sacrament, that Martin was able to see 
Christ in his neighbor.
