Catechist Corner 
How does the sacrament of Matrimony come 

about? 

The sacrament of Matrimony comes about 

through a promise made by a man and a 

woman before God and the Church, which is 

accepted and confirmed by God and con-

summated by the bodily union of the couple. 

Because God himself forms the bond of sac-

ramental marriage, it is binding until the 

death of one of the partners. The man and 

the woman mutually administer the sacra-

ment of Matrimony. The priest or the deacon 

calls down God's blessing on the couple and, 

furthermore, witnesses that the marriage 

comes about under the right circumstances 

and that the promise is comprehensive and 

is made publicly. A marriage can come about 

only if there is marital consent, that is, if the 

man and the woman enter marriage of their 

own free will, without fear or coercion, and if 

they are not prevented from marrying by 

other natural or ecclesiastical ties (for exam-

ple, an existing marriage, a vow of celibacy).

Some of the messages about love and rela-

tionships sound very romantic. But making a 

long-term commitment to another person is a 

difficult thing. People succeed only with Godõs 

help and grace. This grace is celebrated in the 

Sacrament of Marriage. Jesus sent a strong 

message about the importance and strength 

of this commitment in todayõs Gospel. It 

seems like these two scenes in today's Gospel 

are unrelated, but hearing them together 

teaches us something very important. God 

wants to help us honor our commitments to 

one another. To do this, we must be like chil-

dren before God, trusting Him completely and 

depending upon His help. The Church teaches 

us that the Sacrament of Marriage strength-

ens our commitment and gives married cou-

ples the gift of the Holy Spirit to help them 

honor their promises to one another.

Question for Adults: How is Godõs fidelity re-

flected in human marriage?
